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Dr. Wawel and his wife both share the same calling and passion: to serve the poor and to share the Good News
of the Gospel of Jesus Christ. They live by faith and their confidence is in God alone.

What started as a small clinic in 2001 is now a functional hospital which
they built with almost no outside help. Because of their mission to the poor
they charge only $1.30 for a clinic visit and about $130.00 for surgery,
which includes everything. If a patient is sick and cannot pay they are still
cared for. One day, Dr. Wawel was seeing a young woman who was sick,
malnourished and very

anemic. She came by herself and had no one to look after her. | overheard
Dr. Wawel tell her, “You need to be admitted to the hospital. We will pay
for everything and will give you food and medicine. You just need to come
in.” They see many patients who need surgery but cannot afford it. The
biggest cost involving surgery is having to pay an anesthesiologist. Madame Wawel is a nurse so | was able to
teach her spinal anesthesia. She also went to Cite Lumiere and learned about Ketamine anesthesia from Dr. Bill
TenHaaf. Now she is trained to give anesthesia for most of their surgical cases, including c-sections.

We helped at Hopital de la Paix for a week in October and a week in January. While there, | did some urology
surgery which was a big challenge because we had to rely on a very small Honda generator with extension
cords crisscrossing everywhere! Christie initiated a project to make and sell low cost reading glasses at the
hospital.

Each day at noon everyone
stops what they are doing for a
time of prayer and devotions
which are led by Dr. Wawel
(who is an excellent
preacher!). This is for the
hospital staff and patients.

God is blessing the Wawel's

ministry at Hopital de la Paix

and LMM is privileged to be

associated with them. We have helped with construction funds for the new second floor, getting electricity to
the hospital, sending lab equipment and surgical supplies, and we are in the process of sending a back-up
diesel generator. We are also sending a monthly allowance so Dr. Wawel can hire another Haitian doctor to
work with him. It is a great joy for us to be able to
encourage and help someone who has such dedication and
passion for God's work!
