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WHERE ARE YOU?

Lumiere Medical Ministries has three drawers in a legal sized file cabinet of volunteers who have been to Haiti
through LMM. We used to send an average of six people each week. We now send an average of six people a
month. And less than 10% of the volunteers who have gone to Haiti and seen, tasted, smelled, and experienced the
devastating conditions financially support the ministry once they return.

We received a call last week from a volunteer we had not heard from since 2003. She was scheduled to go to Haiti

and cancelled because of the political instability and civil uprisings. To tell you the truth, LMM only stopped sending
volunteers for a four month period in 2004. And even during that time, our missionaries in Bonne Fin never left the
country and never felt unsafe.

The way we send volunteers to Hopital Lumiere and CSL now is much safer (and quicker) than four years ago. Once
volunteers arrive in Haiti, we have a designated taxi driver that picks the volunteers up at the international airport
and takes them to the internal airport (about a five minute ride, just around the corner from the International
Airport.) There they catch a small plane and in 45 minutes, they are in Cayes. If they stay in Cayes one of our
missionaries picks them up and transports them to CSL,; if they go to Bonne Fin our hospital driver picks them up
and in 45 minutes they are at Hopital Lumiere. And, we still send volunteers to Kings Hospital and the Medical
Complex of Peace in Port au Prince. It could be a little more dangerous there than before but the roads we travel
and the guesthouses we stay in are in safe areas; we just don’t travel where we know there is potential for trouble.
Of course there are no guarantees and ultimately you must pray and seek God'’s direction for your decision.

God commands us in Matthew 22:37-39 “You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and all your soul, and
all your mind. This is the great and foremost commandment. The second is like it, “YOU SHALL LOVE YOUR
NEIGHBOR AS YOURSELF.” (NAS)

God commissions us in Matthew 28:18-20, “All authority hath been given unto Me in heaven and on earth. Go ye
therefore, and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them into the name of the Father and of the Son and of
the Holy Spirit: teaching them to observe all things whatsoever | commanded you: and lo, | am with you always, even
unto the end of the world” (NAS) Even though we cannot guarantee your safety, we travel safe and . . . we are not
alone and we do not go in our own strength!
