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‘“MAY THE LORD GRANT YOU ALL OF YOUR REQUESTS”

A s we meditate on the contents of Psalm 20, we find David’s plea to the Lord to always give an
answer to his praying. In fact, verse one opens with “May the Lord answer you when you are in
distress.” The final verse ends with “O Lord save the king! Answer us when we call.” Verse five, which is
the middle verse of the Psalm, is a shout of joy over the victories that God gives to His praying people
and it seems that David mentions the banners under which we march. What might be written on those
banners? Look at the last sentence of verse five: “May the LORD grant all your requests.” That is the
message that must be written on the banner that floats over Lumiere Medical Ministries and we lift it up
as we pray and we wait and trust that He not only hears our prayers but also grants us the petitions we
ask. The Apostle John marched under this banner. Look at what he says to us in | John 5:14-15, “This
is the assurance we have in approaching God: that if we ask anything according to His will , He hears us.
And if we know that He hears us —whatever we ask —we know that we have what we asked of Him.”
There is no other flag that we need as Jesus’ followers than this. What a banner! What a privilege to be
His very own followers and servants.

Prayer is one of the most important aspects of our ministry; it goes hand in hand with financial
contributions and volunteers. Lumiere Medical Ministries relies heavily on the prayers of our
supporters.

D r. Jean Pierre Wawel is a general surgeon who worked at Hopital
Lumiere from 2001 to 2003; his wife is a nurse. After praying for
several years about what God would have them do to help the people of
Haiti, Dr. Wawel and Madame Jean Pierre felt God calling them back to
Port-au-Prince to open a
clinic. In 2000 they opened
a clinic in one of the poorest
sections of Port-au-Prince
near the International
Airport. Dr. Wawel and his
wife bought the land and
built a small clinic with their
own money. By 2003 the
clinic was so busy that Dr.
Wawel had to give up
working at Hopital Lumiere and began working at their
clinic in PaP full time. Since it is the only medical facility
in the area, people come for surgery and women come
who need emergency c-sections. Dr. Wawel has
expanded the clinic into a hospital with separate wards for men, women, and children. He then added an
operating room, lab, and pharmacy. The demand in the area for quality medical care at an affordable cost
